Report on the Launch of the Austrian Technology Platform
“ATP — Food for Life” based on the SSRA of ETP “Food for Life*

The Meeting:

On February 14", 2007 the launch meeting was organised by the Food Industry
Association Austria FIAA with support of the Austrian Federal Economic Chamber
WKO and the Austrian Research Promotion Agency FFG. The venue took place in
Rudolf Sallinger Saal in the Austrian Federal Economic Chamber.

The meeting was free of charge, expenses were covered by FIAA, WKO and FFG.

The importance of the ATP for the Austrian food industry was demonstrated by a
number of 180 participants with a good balance between SMEs, companies and
food researchers. The good collaboration with the ETP “Food for Life” was shown by
the presence of Beate Kettlitz (CIAA), Daniele Rossi (Federalimentare), Andras
Sebdk (Board ETP, SME Task Force), Kitty Nemeth (Coordination national
Platforms) and Dietrich Knorr (ETP group Food & Manufacturing).

In the morning session a three-fold lecture introduced the ETP, FP7, European and
national research as well as the structure and purpose of the ATP. Reinhold
Lichtmannegger (WKO), Sabine Herlitschka (FFG) and Daniele Rossi (SPES-
GEIE) presented the environment and basic aspects of the ETP in the 7 Framework
Programme related to the economic impact of food research and innovation for the
companies.

After this Emmerich Berghofer (Dept. of Food Science, Agricultural University),
Roland Grossgut (Austrian Agency for Health and Food Safety) and Jirgen Kdnig
(Dept. of Nutritional Science, University Vienna) showed the importance of innovation
in cooperation with the primary sector, proactive risk assessment and inclusion of
consumer aspects for product development seen from the researchers” side.

In the last session Michael Blass (FIAA) and Rudolf Fila (President ATP) gave
information about the intentions and benefits of the ETP “Food for Life” and assured
the audience the support and driving force of FIAA for the ATP. Julian Drausinger
(Secretary General ATP) showed the added value of the ATP for the Austrian Food
Industry and presented the foreseen structure and approach for the next years. Birgit
Steininger (FFG) invited Austrian Companies to take part in the upcoming calls of
FP7 and informed about SME-focussed programmes in FP7. Thomas Ro&blreiter
(FFG) finished with a presentation of the IRC network and the IRC facilities.

As the purpose of the ATP is the clear benefit and added value for the Austrian food
industry there was the intention to combine the introduction of the ATP with the first
activity in form of the “Food Expert Day”. Over 50 of the leading European Food
Research Experts had been invited to join the meeting for bilateral talks with the
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industry in order to build up contacts and a basis for further collaborative projects.
Between 13.30 and 18.30 over 290 bilateral meetings between research and
industry were held and concrete ideas for co-operation and test trials were
formulated. Also participants agreed on further activities in the research area of FP7
using the existing programme schemes.

The way forward:

The introduction of the ATP to the public was only the starting point for concerted
actions in coherence with the ETP “Food for Life”. At the moment a feasibility study
“AgroINNOCessing” financed by Ministry of Agriculture, FFG, FIAA and Agricultural
University carries out the definition of a national implementation plan, how the ATP
will be installed as a national one-stop-shop for both primary production and food
production. This one-stop-shop is designed as a “rotating disc” between researchers,
industry, primary production and funding institutions; all on national and European
level with the purpose of initiating innovation and research with the aim of
exploitable results for the food industry. The nearly finished national consultation
process will define the graduation of topics and actions on national level.
